The Masai is one of the main tribes of this part of Africa, 

well-known for keeping their pastoral traditional lifestyle. 

The Maasai people colonized the area thanks to their 

traditional way of life, which allowed them to coexist with 

the wildlife and the environment peacefully.

Today, more than 100.000 Maasai reside in Ngorongoro 

Reservation Area. You will be able to visit a traditional 

Maasai house, the boma, where you will be able to see 

and participate in their cultural activities, suchas the dance, 

house making, handcrafted ornaments and food cooking.

- Several Maasai Tribe members are part of our staff, and they proudly take part in activities related to their culture 

to promote and protect the Maasai heritage. 

- The guestrooms items and facilities are produced by Maasai artisans and local businesses. You can find all these 

handicrafts at The Shop, to support the local Maasai Community. 

- Collaboration with the Dada Project association from Zanzibar, supporting local women and empowering them as 

income-makers with their expertise in natural cosmetics, beauty products and food processing. Every product is 

100% hand made with local spices like cardamom and cinnamon.

- We collaborate with the Moshi-based NGO Born to Learn, which has a school available for the children of the 

area and their families. 

-	Partnership with Mugumu village by sponsoring their annual race, The Serengeti migration marathon, and 

donating lodge material for their personal use.

-	Local suppliers from Arusha for our KM 0 gastronomy

-	We support our team members financially during childbirth and death in families.

-	Traditional kitenge aprons are used in the uniforms.

-	Our maasai guard is allowed to wear his traditional maasai attire.

ENVIRONMENTAL

-	Solar panels & batteries that produce up to 60% of our energy and reduced in-room electric equipment.

-	We produce our own drinking water, whether still or sparkling, through a bottling plant processing the water 

gathered at the property’s water holes, avoiding transportation of products from outside of the park and 

additional plastic bottles. 

-	We reduce as much as possible the paper pieces at the hotel, taking a more digital approach to enhance the 

guests’ experiences. 

-	No use plastic pens, instead we provide pencils made from recycled newspapers which are produced in Tanzania. 

-	We have our own incinerator to process our organic waste which is then used to produce compost that is donated 

to the local farmers. 

- STP plant to re-use water for the environment.
