Fynbos Safari

Hop onto Mosaic’s open 4x4 vehicle and discover fynbos, birds and the pristine Walker Bay Beach and Nature Reserve. Unique sightings are of the near-threatened Oyster Catchers, seals and Southern Right Whales, which migrate from Antarctica to the shelter of Walker Bay to court, mate, and calf. June-December. Snacks and house beverages/ wine/beer are included. The vehicle can seat a maximum of 10 guests. A minimum charge of 4 guests applies for private trips.

For the cycling enthusiasts, the mountain bikes are ideal for cycling from Mosaic to the Walker Bay Nature Beach, or on 30 km of roads on Mosaic. The rides are challenging with spectacular scenery along the way.
