
Navigating the great Chobe River, the Zambezi Queen by Mantis is a 42-metre luxury floating boutique hotel that
embodies sophistication in one of the planet’s most remote locations. The Zambezi Queen traverses up to 25km
along the Chobe River, offering guests diverse vantage points for authentic game viewing in complete comfort
and elegance.

Think of your time on the Zambezi Queen not as a mere river cruise but as a floating boutique hotel that explores
approximately 25km of the Chobe River, weather permitting, while returning to the same point each evening.

Embark on a uniquely African adventure with uninterrupted views of the Chobe National Park, home to over
120,000 elephants and many other remarkable wildlife.

The Zambezi Queen sails on scheduled weekly departures every Monday (two nights), Wednesday (two nights)
and Friday (three nights).

There is no best or worst time to visit the Chobe area, because every month offers visitors something special. 
If you’re looking for a pure wildlife experience, the drier winter months from May to October see greater 
concentrations of game along the banks of the Chobe River. The summer months from November to April see 
the birdlife explode with the addition of the summer migrants to the area. If you’re a fishing enthusiast, you’ll be 
excited to know that we have excellent fishing through the summer and winter – it’s just that the techniques we 
use change.

Best time to travel
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The Zambezi Queen offers luxury accommodation in the form of 14 tasteful and luxurious suites – ten suites and 
and four luxury suites, all with outer decks so you can soak up the revitalising Chobe River breeze and appreciate 
uninterrupted views of the unique African landscape beyond.

For added comfort, our four luxury suites at the bow of the boat are more spacious and have two balconies to 
allow for a panoramic view. On the larger balcony, there are two deckchairs and a table; the perfect place to enjoy 
a private front-row seat while the boat is sailing.

Each of our 14 suites sleeps two people. Each suite opens onto a front facing balcony. Two of the suites are triple 
rooms which offer a third single bed and can be used for a third adult. A third person sharing a triple room will 
receive a 20% discount on the per person sharing rate.

The middle deck has a guide cabin with single bed configuration.

Children aged 13 and older are welcome on board the Zambezi Queen and are charged the applicable adult rate. 
A 30% single supplement charge applies to single children. Triple suites are available for children sharing with 
their parents, with a maximum of one child per triple suite. If you’re bringing more than one child, you’ll need 
to book an additional suite for every two children that accompany you. Please note that no babysitting services, 
separate activities and/or menus are available for children.

This process can take between 45 and 60 minutes to complete and needs to 
be considered in terms of pre- planning.

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The Zambezi Queen is located on the Namibian side of the Chobe River and moors in various locations along the 
river. If you’re on a self-drive safari, secure parking can be arranged for your vehicle in Kasane. Please advise at 
time of booking whether you require secure parking.

If you are flying there are four main access points by air:

•	 Kasane International Airport, Botswana (BBK) is about 15 minutes from the Kasane Immigration Office
•	 Victoria Falls Airport, Zimbabwe (VFA) is about 1 ½ hours from the Kasane Immigration Office 
•	 Livingstone Airport, Zambia (LVI) is about 2 hours from the Kasane Immigration Office
•	 Katima Mulilo Airport, Namibia (MPA) is about 2 ½ hours from the Botswana Immigration Office

Getting there

On arrival at the Kasane Immigration Office in Botswana a Zambezi Queen staff member will meet you and assist 
you in the formalities at passport control exiting Botswana and load your luggage into a tender boat. From here 
you will travel by tender boat across the Chobe River to the Namibian Immigration Office. Guests are advised to 
wear comfortable shoes, a hat and sunscreen as there is a short walk to the immigration office. This process can 
take between 45 and 60 minutes based on the amount of people entering and exiting the immigration offices. 
Once you are stamped into Namibia you will be transferred to the Zambezi Queen.

Both the Kasane and Namibia Immigration Offices open at 07h30 and close at 16h30 daily, you must get there no 
later than 16h00 to have time to check-in.

•	 Should guests know beforehand that they’ll arrive at the Kasane Immigration Office before 13h00 on the day 
of their arrival, please notify our reservations office 48 hours before arrival, so we can make arrangements 
for your waiting period. Collection is from 13h00 on day of arrival

•	 Drop off is from 08h30 on day of departure

Flights & airport Kasane International Airport is the closest airport 15 minutes by road 
from the Chobe River. Victoria Falls and Livingstone International 
Airport are 1.5 - 2 hours by road from Kasane. Flights depart daily from 
Johannesburg and Cape Town into Kasane, Victoria Falls and Livingstone. 
Please note flights are excluded from our rates

Airport transfers Road transfers to and from Kasane International Airport as well as to and 
from the Kasane Immigration Office are included in our rate. You can 
also choose shared or private road transfers at an additional cost from 
Victoria Falls International Airport, Livingstone Airport, and Katima Mulilo 
Airport.
