For those just wanting a break from the road, lounge at the pool, take a snooze 

in the coolness of your thatch-and-stone chalet or dip into a book on the terrace. The awe-inspiring canyon 

awakens our senses to the raw and powerful beauty of Nature.   

Offering character and charm, the lodge's down-to-earth attractiveness and homeliness are perfect for the 

rugged Fish River Canyon surrounds. Twenty kilometres from the chasms carved by millions of years of Earth 

history, earth cataclysms, whispers of the wind, raging torrents of water and sparkling streamlets, this Fish River 

Canyon Lodge is a hideaway not to be missed.
