You are guided by
your Field Guide in an open game viewing vehicle and you
are asked to share any particular interests with your Guide
who will try to incorporate these into your nature drive. On
nature drives guests will enjoy a sundowner drink at sunset
and coffee/tea at sunrise. No persons under the age of 4
years are permitted to join nature drives.

Qualified walking guides provide the opportunity for guests
to experience the excitement of tracking, bird, insect, plant
and animal dropping identification. No persons under the
age of 14 years are permitted to join the wilderness walks.
Kindly ensure to request this activity at the time of booking
accommodation as wilderness walks are subject to the
availability of qualified guides.

Guided Wilderness Walks

With the absence of artificial light, the stargazing at
Sanbona Wildlife Reserve is phenomenal and amongst the
best in Southern Africa. Interpretations about the
constellations of the Southern Hemisphere are given by
knowledgeable guides. Romantic stories of gods and
goddesses banished to the heavens are woven into
astronomical facts and unfolds before your eyes. Discover
the ancient myths of the stories told by the San about their
visions of the stars.

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PROGRAM OF EVENTS

Lodges operate independently, each with a full staff
compliment including its own management team, chef
brigade, hosts and hostesses and experienced Field
Guides. Dinner alternates between the in and outdoor
facilities, weather permitting.

We do suggest that guests arrive in time for lunch on
their day of arrival as not to miss out on any nature
drives during their stay. Daily transfers from the
welcome lounge are available on request, and must be
booked in advance.

Please note the traveling time on the dirt road, from
the main gate, to Tilney Manor is approximately 45
minutes, 65 minutes to Dwyka Lodge and 55
minutes to Gondwana Lodge. The main gate closes
at 18h00. Arrangements should be made prior to
arrival should your arrival time be later.
