Malaria

Yellow Fever
A Yellow Fever certificate is not required for Tanzania but 
may be required if traveling via neighboring countries.

Medical Insurance
We highly recommend guests obtain medical insurance prior 
to arrival, with a policy cover inclusive of emergency airlift 
evacuation.

Drones
Are prohibited unless a special permit is obtained prior to 
arrival in the country.

Warm temperate climate year-round.

The short rains are usually from mid-November to mid-January, with 
a wonderful, temperate climate from December to March. The long 
rains are between April and May, and June to mid- November is the dry 
season.

Leading our Tanzania wildlife management is our 
affiliate, the Friedkin Conservation Fund (FCF), a non-
profit organization focused on impactful philanthropy 
and conservation initiatives throughout Tanzania.

Combined with conservation 
projects such as anti-poaching, wildlife monitoring, and habitat 
management, this holistic approach enables FCF to make a 
tangible impact in its efforts to protect this vital wilderness.
