
Okavango Explorers Camp is an Explorer Collection safari camp located in the southwest of 
Botswana’s private Selinda Reserve. 

At the intersection of the upper Okavango Delta water system and the famed Selinda Spillway, the camp’s location is a unique 

combination of two iconic ecosystems. This area may be new to guests but has been known to us for many years as one teeming 

with wildlife.

The Selinda Reserve in northern Botswana is a prime predator and elephant habitat. This location has been handpicked for its 

access to some of the highest concentrations of wildlife in the region, along the southernmost section of Selinda Spillway. Lion, 

leopard and wild dogs hunt these parts regularly. There are good densities of giraffes and buffalo, and more recently, rare antelope 

like roan, sable, and eland. At the peak of the dry season in late September, the Selinda Reserve has been documented to be home 

to over 9,000 elephants concentrated along this river system. For lovers of elephants, this is the place to be in the dry season. 

There is phenomenal birdlife in this area for those looking for some ‘lifers’.

Okavango Explorers Camp creates a safari experience reminiscent of exploring the unknown African hinterland in a 1920’s style. 

The camp exudes a spirit of the romance of yesteryear whilst ensuring that adventure and discovery are an essential part of the 

journey.

Enjoy moments where wildlife congregates along the Selinda Spillway to drink and marvel at the setting of the African sun across 

wildlife-filled plains. The safari experiences include wildlife viewing drives, canoeing and walking because Okavango Explorers 

Camp is in one of the most remote parts of this private reserve.

Okavango Explorers Camp is the perfect safari camp to combine with its fellow Explorer-Collection safari camps, Selinda Explorers 

and Duba Explorers Camps. This camp is ideal for friends or families wanting to take the whole camp for extended stays and to 

make it their own.

ACTIVITIES
Safari Drives
The focus of your stay and safari experience is one of 

exploration and adventure. As such, a large portion of 

the wildlife viewing activities involve safari drives in our 

specially adapted vehicles, guided walking opportunities 

as well as some canoeing on the Selinda Spillway as it 

enters the Selinda Reserve from the west, being fed from 

the upper fringes of the Okavango Delta. Our custom-

built, open Toyota Land Cruisers are specially designed 

for our conditions and photography, including fold-down 

windscreens, raised roofs, photographic bars, and multi-

plug inverters. Each Land Cruiser is fully stocked with 

reference books, drinks, and snacks. 

Guests can experience up-close encounters with 

elephants, lions, leopards, hyenas, wild dogs, buffalo, 

eland, zebra and other ungulate species. This is a prime 

bird-watching country, and opportunities abound for 

guests to spot resident and migrant species, especially in 

the early morning and late afternoon. 

Our safaris will often continue into the night in search of 

nocturnal species. Night drives are incredibly prolific, and 

while they take patience, sightings commonly include 

lesser-known nocturnal mammals and even lion and 

hyena hunts.

Our schedule is flexible, and guests are encouraged to 

create their own itinerary according to their interests with 

guidance and recommendations from our professional 

guides.

Guided Walks
Guided walks, the specialist wildlife viewing activity of 

Okavango Explorers Camp is available with licensed, armed 

guides. There is simply no better way to experience the 

magic of this unique destination.

Canoeing
Canoeing along the Selinda Spillway channels is a unique 

and memorable experience when these channels flood, 

usually during the winter months, a unique experience that 

cannot be replicated anywhere else in Africa. 

Fishing
A rod/reel kit is available for those who want to try their cast 

in the Selinda Spillway, on a catch and release basis, between 

March and December (water lever dependent). 

Private vehicle option
Available for more flexibility upon request at extra cost, not 

compulsory for families travelling with children.

Private Guides
Private guides are encouraged and welcomed.

	- Six large one-bedroom canvas tents on wooden decking;

	- Each bed has a mosquito net, and suites have netted 

windows;

	- Fans in bedrooms and electrical lights;

	- Charging facilities;

	- Coffee/tea station;

	- Writing desk;

	- Either twin or double bed configuration.

Bathroom features
	- Each tent has an en-suite bathroom with flush toilet, 

shower (with hot & cold running water), double basins;

	- Soap, shampoo, conditioner, lotion are provided. No 

hairdryers.
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ACCOMMODATING CHILDREN AND 
SHARING ACCOMMODATION
	- Children are accommodated from a minimum age  

of 6 years;

	- Triples are possible;

	- Families will be combined with other guests on all 

activities unless a private vehicle is booked and paid for;

	- Scheduled wildlife viewing activities, including safari 

drives, guided walks, and power boating, are available 

to guests from 6 years when accompanied by their 

parents or guardians. Where available, canoe and mokoro 

activities specifically welcome guests aged 8 years and 

above;

	- Young children must be supervised as the camp is open 

with high predator densities in and around camp and 

there is water close by;

	- Great Plains Young Explorers program – thoughtfully 

designed to explore a range of experiences and topics 

from birding to cooking to art to tracking wildlife.

Yoga mats are provided in each tent.

LAUNDRY
Included in nightly tariff - next day service, weather 

permitting.

Power
	- The camp is run by portable solar power with generator 

back up;

	- The system produces 220V, 24-hour electricity;

HEALTH AND SAFETY
Health
	- Malaria: Minimal exposure risk– Malaria prophylaxis are 

recommended if guests are concerned; however, this is a 

remote area with minor occurrence; 

	- Guests must hold comprehensive medical insurance and 

emergency evacuation insurance; 

	- Senior staff all has first aid training; 

	- The nearest decent medical facility is in Maun and then 

Johannesburg. 

Possibility of Disabled access
	- The camp layout and experiences are not conducive to 

wheelchairs due to the terrain.
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Safety
	- This is a remotely located camp and is unfenced to wild 

animals that do move through the property, especially  

at night;

	- Fire extinguishers in the main camp areas and every tent.

MONEY MATTERS
Safes
Safes are provided in the guest tents.

Accepted Payment on Location
	- Staff gratuities can be paid in Botswana Pula, US 

Dollars, Euro and GB Pounds - preferably in cash - to 

the staff member concerned who has truly exceeded 

expectations in terms of hospitality, service, and 

experience;

	- Guest extras can be settled by Visa and MasterCard credit 

cards (No Amex or Diners).
