LODGE DIRECTION & ACCESS
ACCESS BY ROAD
Midgard is situated 85 km (±90 minutes) northeast from Windhoek, 
and about 70 km from the Hosea Kutako International Airport. 

From Windhoek on the B6 towards the International Airport: Take 
the M53 turn off at Kapps Farm (±20 km). Continue along the gravel 
road until the road intersects with the D2102, where you will turn 
left. Travel 55 km along the D2102 until you reach Midgard on your 
left. Allow ±90 minutes travelling time. 

From Windhoek on the B1 towards Okahandja: Turn right onto the 
D2102. Continue on this road (the last 25km is gravel), until you reach 
Midgard on your right (±59 km). Allow for ±90 minutes travelling time.

From the Hosea Kutako International Airport: Turn right at the 
Neudamm Agricultural College onto the D2102. After ±7 km continue

straight across the intersection onto the D2102. Travel 55 km 
along the D2102 until you reach Midgard on your left. Allow for ±90  
minutes traveling time by road. 

From Okahandja: On the B1 turn left onto the D2102 and continue on
the tarred road, followed by 25km of gravel until you reach Midgard
on your right. Allow for ±60 minutes travelling time.
