ACCOMMODATION

6 x tented rooms
6 en-suite double tented rooms.
Double, twin, or triple configurations are available.

2 x family tents

2 family tents comprising two en-suite tented rooms interconnected through a shared
lounge.

Ideal for families or friends traveling together.

NOTE: Only 1 family tent is available between November 1, 2025 and January 10, 2026

Exclusive use

2 tented rooms and 1 family tent

Between June 1— October 31, 2025, the camp has an option to make one side a ‘private camp’
which incorporates 2 double tented rooms and 1family tented room.

Bed configuration
King / Twin
King (200x180 cm) or twin (200x90 cm) configurations are available.

4 x extra beds

Triple rooming is available upon request; however, prior booking is required.
Maximum of 4 additional stretcher beds available in camp.

Stretcher beds are suitable for children up to 15 years of age.

Children policy

Children aged 4 years and older are welcome. Children under 15 are required to share with an adult.
Over 16s can occupy their own rooms and adult rates apply.

As there are no fences and wildlife can pass through the camp at will,
the camp is patrolled around the clock by askaris (guards) to ensure
your safety.

Nyasi is located in the Lamai Wedge in the northern Serengeti, providing seamless access to the Mara
River.

Can be cooler during the early mornings and late
evenings in winter.

The short rains are usually from mid September to mid-October. The long rains are between
April and May, and June to mid-November is the dry season.

The path of the Great Migration follows the rains as the herds journey from north to south —
and back again — in search of nutrient-rich grasses.
