Since then, it has been the residence

of the most illustrious families of Quito society, and in the early twentieth century, it became the first luxury hotel in

Quito.

Its eclectic architecture broke with the symmetry of the colonial houses that surrounded it, marking a milestone in the

urban evolution of the historic center. Today, this historic building offers a privileged location: from its balconies you

can contemplate an unparalleled panoramic view of the Government Palace, the Metropolitan Cathedral, centennial

domes, the Panecillo hill with its winged Virgin and the Municipal Palace.
