The room is large and the columns are natural cypress trunks. The 
sink is handmade from volcanic stone and on the terrace you can 
hear the sound of the waves hi�ng the rocks. The presence of

MA’UNGA: The Ma’unga room means mountain in the Rapa Nui 
language. Built on two levels, it is the perfect space for a family. 
The open floor concept and the bay windows from floor to 
ceiling give a lot of clarity and grant wide views from the ocean. 
The private terrace allows you to appreciate the beauty of 
the island and listen to the cap�va�ng sound of the sea.
