LAND 
RELATIONSHIP

Gorongosa National Park (GNP) is perhaps Africa’s greatest wildlife restoration story. In 2008, the 
Government of Mozambique and the Carr Foundation formed the “Gorongosa Project”, a 20-year Public-
Private Partnership for the joint management of the Park and for human development in the communities 
near the Park; this partnership has been extended to 2043".

OVERVIEW

Turismo de Gorongosa (TDG) is the not-for-profit tourism entity that manages tourism activities in the 
Park. Under TDG, there are two divisions: Gorongosa Safaris, which operates the high end camps of 
Muzimu Lodge and Chicari Camp. At the entry level, the Gorongosa Tours division operates a campsite 
(Chitengo) and offers safari activities for other guests staying at the Park Headquarters.

The restoration of Gorongosa National Park is a globally acclaimed conservation success story. Known 
as 'a Park for the people', Gorongosa is a story of the resilience of nature and humanity against all odds. 
After the devastation of conflict, dedicated conservation and community ownership efforts have resulted 
in an extraordinary transformation - where Gorongosa now boasts one of the highest densities of large 
mammals on the continent, and is one of the largest employers in Mozambique. Every guest makes a 
significant contribution to the ongoing restoration and sustainability of one of Africa's great Parks.

ACCESS FLY: From Johannesburg International 1hr40 Airlink to Beira (BEW). Followed by a 35-minute Safari Air 
charter flight directly to Gorongosa (Chitengo airstrip). Ethiopian Air flies into Beira 5 times per week. 

LODGE & CAMP Muzimu Lodge – 6 Luxury tents. Per person per night rate.
Chicari Camp – 8 Safari tents & 2 Treehide tents with shared deck. Per person per night rate.
Expedition Camp – 6 Dome tents. Per camp per night rate.

WEATHER

Gorongosa has a tropical climate with Wet and Dry seasons. The cool Dry season (May to October) offers the best wildlife viewing. Muzimu and Chicari are closed from 30 November to 1 April & 
Expedition Camp closed 16 Dec – 31 May & 1 – 30 Aug.

APRIL - MAY

16 – 33 °C | 61 – 91 °F 

April is a lovely month as everything is lush and green 

with little rain, seasonal boating is available. May is  

the start of the Dry season the bush is still lush but the 

rain has stopped.

JUNE - AUGUST

14 – 29 °C | 57 – 84 °F 

There is almost no rain and the bush is drying out. 

These are the coolest months and it gets cold at 

night. Warm clothing for early morning game drives is 

recommended.

SEPTEMBER

20 – 32 °C | 68 – 90 °F 

It is still very dry and the bush is starting to thin out. It 

is also warming up and mornings are getting less 

cold. Excellent wildlife sightings as animals move 

closer to water.

OCTOBER – NOVEMBER

13 – 43 °C | 55 – 109 °F 

The hottest time of the year, but still low on humidity 

until the rains begin. Thunderstorms bring relief and 

the game continues to concentrate close to water 

sources and pans.
