You will be collected from your hotel at around 8.30am for a full day tour of the beautiful Cape Winelands.  Highlights of this tour include a scenic and historic drive through Paarl, Stellenbosch and Franschoek.  You will visit a number of local farms and vineyards where you will enjoy some fabulous wine tasting. 

CAPE WINELANDS

The fertile green valleys of the Cape Winelands are surrounded by proud mountain ranges. This area has become world famous for their whites, reds, Sherries, ports and brandies.

Franschhoek was founded in 1688 on land granted the French Huguenots. Visit the Huguenot Monument and the Huguenot Museum. Franschhoek offers a great variety of excellent restaurants. In the valley of Franschhoek, some of the Cape’s most notable homesteads are situated. Boschendal is one of the most spectacular. 

Paarl was named after the huge granite dome of rock, which overlooks the town founded in 1690. The famous 11km long Main Street features the Strooidak Church, Die Oude Pastorie Museum and the Patriot Building. The beautiful homestead of Labories in Main Street was bought by KWV. The KWV cellar complex is the largest in the world, covering an area of 22 hectares. The magnificent Cathedral Cellar, with its barrel-vaulted roof and large carved red wine vats is spectacular and depicts the history of the Cape’s wine industry.  

Stellenbosch, the second oldest town in South Africa, was established in 1679. Many of the historical buildings are close by and it is possible to discover some of Stellenbosch on foot.. The Cape Wine Academy in Stellenbosch offers visitors an opportunity of learning about local and international wines. The Stellenbosch Wine Route is one of the most enjoyable ways of seeing the south western Cape.
